On the following evening, ASE also produced the exciting “Big Air” exhibition at the
MacKenzie-Intervale Ski Jump Complex that featured some of the world’s top athletes performing on
skis, snowboards and the trampoline.

U.S. history, was the master of ceremonies for this high-flying, action-packed show.

National Convention last summer, filled the night sky with bright lights, colors and booming sound,
which produced roars of approval from the audience.
